produced by the Jews' intense feeling for religious ry, interprated
through the medium of liturgical music has produ a harmony which
has synthesized body and soul. The Cantor, the prime interpreter of this
synthesis, has within him the power to resurrect the poetry of the ages.

L'CHAW DODI—"Come My Beloved Friend, the Sabbath Bride to Meet."

This hymn composed in the 16th Century by a mystic of SAFED i
fies the Sabbath as a bride to be welcomed each week with radiant joy.
The concept of welcoming The Sabbath, which underlies this m, goes
back to TALMUDIC times. “Shamor Vezachor”—observe and remember
in the up-ningE:m refers to the two versions of the Fourth Command-
ment found in Exodus and Deuteronomy.

“And the Children of Israel shall keep the Sabbath Day and obsarve it
throughout their generations for an everlasting covenant.”’ In addition to
the Ten Commandments there are ten citations in the Bible that stress
the observance of The Sabbath, A modern philosopher of Judaism once
stated: “‘More than Israel has kept the Sabbath, has the Sabbath kept the
Jewish People.”” The Sabbath is also the symbol of the covenant between
the Children of Israel and God.

Technical Motes:

Translerrad by Ampex Model 351 Tape Recorders through Pultec and
Graphic Equalizers and Filters. Master Acetates were cut on a Neuman
Lathe using specially designed amplifiers, limiting and filtering systems,
coupled to a Westrex Cutting Head. For added clarity without sacrificing
fevel a Fairchild Conax, Hi-Frequency Lifmiter was used.

The original master recording of this L P. was consigned to oblivion
and only recently discovered and Brought to life through the miracle of
modern day electronics and the most ingenious of technical resources.
This recording has been restored almost to its original quality. The slight
scratching sounds still audible on this L P. and the various very minor
imperfections are due to the limitations of the original early recording
process. These slight imperfections have not been removed entirely. in
order to preserve the highest possible faithfulness to the original recording.
