ISAAC GOODFRIEND and the SHOLOM SECUNDA ORCHESTRA

The musical carear of Shalom Secunda haos
extended inte many realms. This versotile com-
poser of some sixty operettas aond more thon a
thousand songs, including "Bei Mir Bistu Schoen,”
has olse mode his mark as cne of the world's
leading compesers of lllurgical music, His litwe-
gical cotalogee includes close to one hundred
prayers, hymns and psalms,

As musical director of the renowned Concord
Hotel in upper New York State, Mr. Secunda has
demeonstrated yet another side of his musical
prowess as conductor of o sixty-five piece sym-
phony orchestra presenting o popular series of
concerts, Famous stars of the Metropolitan Opera
are regularly featured ot these performances,

He alio conducts, composes aond produces
many of the pogeonts ond “All-Star Might”
benefits at Modison Squore Gaorden in Mew
York. He hos been conducting orchestras, rang-
ing from voudeville to grand opera ond sym-
phonies, since his early childhood and hos oppeared in the principal cities all over the
United States.
 As music erific for the lewish Daily Forward, the world’s largest Yiddish language newspaper,
Sholom Secundo exercises another facet of his many-sided musical faculty, He is alse recognized
cs a prominent lecturer on both Americon and Jewish music and frequently contributes articles
on musical ocfivities in Mew Yerk City fo o number of newspopers and magozines.

During World War |, he served os on arronger for the U5, Mavy Band., After the war,
he began his long end fruitful coreer oz o compeser for the Jewish Theater, Some of his theater
songs have boen odopted a: American songs with great success. It was for ene of his musicals
that he wrate “Bei Mir Bistu Schoen,” which later skyrocketed 1o fome and hos remoined o
populor favorite to this daoy. Ancther of his tunes, "Donna, Donno,” has beceme an American
folksong stondard and is currently on the hit porade of meny nafions around the world, in-
eluding France, Germany, ltaly and Japan,

In the Fall of 1964, Mr. Secunda’s newest work, an orotorio, "“If Met Higher,” was given
its premiere performance in Rochester, M.Y. by the Rechester Civic Orchestra with Richard
Tucker singing the leading rele. It has been performed by o number of major symphony
orchestros across the United Stoles since then, and iz rapidly becoming o stondard port of
their repetoires,

Mr, Secunda iz o Fellow of the International lnstitute of Arts and Letters. He has also
received owards from o number of nofional and internaticnal institutions, President of the
Seciety of Jewish Composers since 1932, he s also o member of the American Society of Com-
posers, Authors and Publishers.

Contor Goodfriend comes to Aflanta with a
varied background in music and in the Cantor-
ial field. Born in the city of Lodz, Poland, Cantor
Goodfriend, at 16, with his fomily, wos entered
in a concenfration camp by the Mazis after his
country fell, The Canter is the anly member that
survived, having escaped under the borbed wire
enclosure one morning. He entered inte hard-
ships until the end of the waor.

He first began singing in o Synogogue Chair
at the oge of five. At the close of the war ha
went fa Berlin.and it waos then he started his
musical education as o baoritene seloist, studying
in the Berlin Conservatary of Musie, It was in
Berlin that he oppeared on rodic progroms and
rendered several concerts. He waos ongoged os a
Cantor in Berlin for three years prior 1o his arrival in Montreal where he centinued his Cantarial
wark in the Shaare Zion Congregaoiion, one of the largest conservative congregations in Canada,

It was in the Mew Westarn Hemisphere that his coreer began te toke real form, winning a
scholarship to the Megill Conservatory of Musie and the Provineial Conservatary of Music, an
institution that offers opportunities te talented musicians without costs to the student.

He was warmly received when he oppeared in operatic roles, as well as on the concert stage
and at recitals. He wos soloist for the Conodion Broodeasting Corp. He oppeared with the
Chomber Music Ensemble and gove concert recitals in South America,

Contor Geodfriend is one of a family of Canters and Rabbis having been trained at the
Yeshivot of Poland cnd having sung in the Synagogues of Europe. He was married in Berlin
following the cessofion of hostilifies, to the former Bunio Grossmon. They have three children,

He hes oppeared with the Atlonta Community Orchestra in 1984 and with the Atlanta
Sympheny in 1947 and 1948,
