On this dise are presented Hassidic melodies for all the 2'miror
{table songs) of Friday evening, including the lesser-known poems
that are current only among Hassidim.

In the z'miros there is a synthesis of religious poetry and folk song
that is a distinctive expression of the Jewish mystigue. “The unique
combination of adoration of G-d with genial appreciation of good
cheer,” wrote the late Chief Rabbi Hertz of Great Britain, “is a prod-
uct of the Jewish genius, which interweaves the secular with the sacred,
and spreads over the ordmary facts of life the rainbow of the Divine.”
It is song that makes the three prescribed Sabbath meals literally *a
service of jov and with joy.”"

The Hassidic tradition, which has developed a philosophy of music
ascribing to song a foremost place in religious life, has encouraged the
continuing creation of new melodies for the = miros.

The melodies sung by the Cantors Ensemble have been selected
from among those composed by the famous Hassidic rebbes or their
court singers, Since the music and the names of the composers have
been preserved by oral tradition for one hundred to two hundred
vears before being written down, it is inevitable that there may be some
disagreement as o composer. age, originality and accuracy. Be that
as it may, it is our hope that these songs from our musical treasury
may deepen the joy of the "beloved of days.”

The first three “miros have been arranged by Viadimir Heifetz,
the others by Richard J. Neumann, Flute solos are by Abe Silverman.
