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CANTOR DAVID WERDYGER

Cantor David Werdyger was born in Cra-
cow, Poland, the son of a prominent Chassidic
family, known both_for their adherence to the
Gerer dynasty and for their musical ability.
Already as a child, studying in Cracow’s ye-
shivas, young David displayed great -vocal
talents and frequently sang as soloist in the
famed Gerer choir, a5 well as with leading
cantors of Cracow. He later studied voice in
Poland, Ttaly, Austria and Paris, and achieved
recognition as an oulstanding “helden tenor.”

During World War 11 he was incarcerated
i various concentration camps. Soon after
the liberation, he came to America and won
acclaim for his cantorinl talents, serving with
leading congregations.

Cantor David Werdyger is both a singer
and composer. He has created many cantorial
renderings as well as chassidic melodies—and
is today the Ic:!dint: composer of nigunim for
the Gerer Chassidim. The selections on this
recording represent children's songs, old and
new, some composed by, others gathered and
arranged by Cantor Werdyger.

The Children’s Choir was also directed by
Cantor Werdyger and boasts two of his own
sons as soloisis, Chaim'l and Mendele Werdy-
ger, ages 12 and & respectively, were born in
America and attend the Gerer Yeshiva in

Brooklyn.
