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MIDNIGHT SELICHOT SERVIGE

“*SELICHOT"' services generally begin
on the Saturday night before ROSH
HASHONO, at midnight. These prayers
are a preparation for the HIGH HOLI-
DAYS, They are a plea for forgiveness.
The services begin with "ASHREI''
— “"HAPPY ARE THEY THAT
DWELL IN THY HOUSE'' — and con-
tinue with PSALM 145. Then follow
poems and prayers from medieval liter-
ature, the Golden Age of Hebrew reli-
gious poetry. These poems were

created by some of the most famous
poets and commentators of that period,
among them Rav Saadya Gaon, Rashi,
Rashba, Ebn Ezra, Ibn Gabirel and
others.

Musically, the ""SELICHOT serv-
ices contain many of the melodies and
themes (*NUSCHAOT"') used during
the Rosh Hashono and Yom Kippur
gservices, and thus serve as an intro-
duction to the High Holidays, textually,
musically and spiritually.

DURING THE NIGHT OF *‘SELICHOT" IN
“TIFERETH ZVI SYNAGOGUE IN TEL AVIV, ISRAEL.

The voices of the worshippers are heard as they participate actively in every

prayer.

Certain technical imperfections are due to the fact that the recording was
not made under controlled conditions in & studio, but in an overcrowded syna-
gogue with thousands of people thronging the street outside.
